T-Square Championship—Total Scores for Pluto, Uranus, and Saturn!

In celebration of International Astrology Day and the Blogathon March 19-21, I am running a contest to see who has the highest total score on the three planets in the upcoming cardinal t-square of Pluto, Saturn, and Uranus. To enter, take the three tests below and keep track of how you got the score. 
In the interest of fairness, there are some changes in the rules so that everyone scores the same way. Leave out Chiron, the Nodes, the Part of Fortune, Vertex and other assorted bodies and points and do not add scores for aspects other than those mentioned in the tests. 
How Strong is your Pluto? Here’s the Score! 
How Strong is your Uranus? Here’s the Score!
How Strong is your Saturn? Here’s the Score! 
How to Enter: Fill this worksheet out, listing the outer planet aspects you found and giving scores on the individual planets and the total for the three planets. Include your birth information.  
You are only eligible to enter if your total score tops 150 points. That’s because I already know from the comment section and emails that there are plenty of you out there that had Pluto scores and Uranus scores over 70 and many of you who had both scores in that range.  Former winners of prizes for Pluto and Uranus are not eligible for this contest—give someone else a chance!

Part 1: Pluto Scores: Would you be considered a Plutonian person?  You would if Pluto, the sign Scorpio, and the 8th house are strong in your birth chart. Below is a test to give these chart features a score. In each of the categories below, add the total score of all the factors that apply to that item, and write the total on the blank. Then add all the items up to find out how your Pluto ranks. 

____ Pluto conjunct, square, trine, or opposite the Sun, Moon, Ascendant, or Midheaven, 10 points each.

____ Pluto conjunct, square, trine, or opposite other planets, 5 points each.

____ Pluto in minor aspect (sextile, quincunx, semisquare, sesquiquadrate, etc.) to the Sun, Moon, or other planets, 2 points each.

____ Sun, Moon, Ascendant or Midheaven in Scorpio, 5 points each.

____ Other planets in Scorpio, 3 points each.

____ Sun or Moon in the 8th house, 5 points each.

____ Other 8th house planets, 3 points each.

_____ Total all the chart features that apply. 0-10 would be considered low, while 15-25 indicates a moderately strong influence. More than 25?  Very strong indeed—you’re definitely a Plutonian
Part 2: Uranus Scores:   Would you be considered a Uranian type?  You would if Uranus, the sign Aquarius, and the 11th house are strong in your birth chart. Below is a test to give these chart features a score. In each category used, add the total score of all the factors that apply to that item, and write the total on the blank. Then add all the items up to find out how your Uranus ranks. 

____ Uranus conjunct, square, trine, or opposite the Sun, Moon, Ascendant, or Midheaven, 10 points each. 

____ Uranus conjunct, square, trine, or opposite other planets, 5 point each.

____ Uranus in minor aspect (sextile, quincunx, etc.) to the Sun, Moon, or other planets, 2 points each.

____ Sun, Moon, Ascendant or Midheaven in Aquarius, 5 points each.

____ Other planets in Aquarius, 3 points each.

____ Sun or Moon in the 11th house, 5 points each.

____ Other 11th house planets, 3 points each. 

Total all the chart features that apply. A score of 0-10 points would be considered low, while 15-25 indicates a moderately strong influence. More than 25?  Very strong indeed!  
Part 3: Saturn Scores:   Would you be considered a Saturnian type?  You would if Saturn, the sign Capricorn, and the 10th house are strong in your birth chart. Below is a test to give these chart features a score. In each category, add the total score of all the factors that apply to that item, and write the total on the blank. Then add all the items up to find out how your Saturn ranks.

 ____ Saturn conjunct, square, trine, or opposite the Sun, Moon, Ascendant, or Midheaven, 10 points each.

____ Saturn conjunct, square, trine, or opposite other planets, 5 points each.

____ Saturn in minor aspect (sextile, quincunx, quintile, semisquare, or sesquiquadrate) to the Sun, Moon, or other planets, 2 points each.

____ Sun, Moon, Ascendant or Midheaven in Capricorn, 5 points each.

____ Other planets in Capricorn, 3 points each.

____ Sun or Moon in the 10th house or within 10 degrees of the Midheaven, even in the 9th, 5 points each.

____ Other planets in the 10th house, or within 10 degrees of the Midheaven, even in the 9th, 3 points each.

____ Total of all the chart features that apply. A score of 0-10 points would be considered low, while 15-25 indicates a moderately strong influence. More than 25?  Very strong indeed!
